LAFCO PRELIMINARY OPERATING BUDGET 
 

Fiscal Year 2008/2009 
 

Agenda Item No. 3a. 
 

The proposed Preliminary Budget for fiscal year 2008/2009 is attached to this staff report along 
with a proposed funding allocation for the County of Los Angeles cities and independent special 
districts.   
 
Expenses: 
 
Total expenses for FY 2008/2009 are estimated at $ 1,255,802.00 compared to the $1,229,876.55 
for FY 2007/2008.  This reflects a budget increase from the prior year budget of ($25,925.55) or 
2.0%.  The main impact causing the budget increase will come from the strong probability of 
three (4) city incorporations and the start up of the new MSR/SOI process.  Salaries and 
Employee Benefits are further adjusted to reflect a basic cost of living increase as provided for in 
all employee employment contracts.  All other expenses have been adjusted, up or down, to 
reflect staff’s best estimate of cost.  
 
Revenues: 
 
While it is difficult to project future revenues, staff has applied the amount of $150,000 to the 
projected revenue stream.  While construction/development tendencies appear to show signs of 
becoming soft, the projected revenue stream should still be appropriate inasmuch as there is still 
need for infrastructure growth in many of the development areas. 
 
Allocation Among Local Agencies: 
 
The allocation of LAFCO’s projected $865,802.10 net operating costs, as indicated on the 
attached LAFCO Preliminary Budget for FY 2008/2009, is calculated pursuant to Government 
Code Section 56381.  
 
Recommendation 
 
Staff recommends adoption of the attached preliminary budget for Fiscal Year 2008/2009.

WHEREAS, the City of Azusa (the “City”) adopted a resolution of application to initiate 

proceedings before the Local Agency Formation Commission for Los Angeles County (the 

“Commission”), pursuant to, Part 3, Division 3, Title 5, of the California Government Coded 

(commencing with section 56000, the Cortese-Knox-Hertzberg Local Government 

Reorganization Act of 2000), for annexation of territory herein described to the City of Azusa, 

including the detachment of said territory from Los Angeles County Road District No. 1, and 

withdrawal from the County Library; and  

WHEREAS, the proposed annexation consists of 5.7 ± acres of uninhabited, 

unincorporated County of Los Angeles territory and is assigned the following distinctive short 

form designation: "City of Azusa Annexation No. 2005-44;” and 

WHEREAS, the principal reason for this annexation is to implement the City of Azusa’s 

General Plan goals of visually improving major corridors that serve as portals of entry into the 

city; thereby allowing the City to make improvements along the main gateway entrance into 

Azusa; and 

WHEREAS, the Executive Officer has reviewed the proposal and submitted to the 

Commission a report, including his recommendations thereon; and  

WHEREAS, on October 10, 2007, after being duly and properly noticed, this proposal came on 

for hearing with subsequent continuations of the hearing on this matter held on January 9, 2008, 

April 9, 2008, and May 28, 2008, at which time this Commission heard and received all oral and 

written testimony, objections and evidence which were made, presented or filed,
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and all persons present were given an opportunity to hear and be heard with respect to 

this proposal and the report of the Executive Officer. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows: 

1. A description of the boundaries and map of the proposal, as approved by this 

Commission, are set forth in Exhibits A and B, attached hereto and by this reference 

incorporated herein. 

2. The subject territory consists of 5.7 acres, is uninhabited, and is assigned the following 

short form designation: 

“City of Azusa Annexation No. 2005-44” 

3. Annexation No. 2005-44 to the City of Azusa is hereby disapproved, without prejudice, 

subject to the following terms and conditions: 

a. Waiver of the one-year waiting requirement pursuant to Government Code 

Section 56884, in the event the City of Azusa is the subject landowner and 

submits a new application for annexation of the same territory. 

b. Waiver of application fees, pursuant to Government Code Section 56383, 

in the event the City of Azusa is the subject landowner and submits a new 

application for annexation of the same territory. 

4. The Executive Officer is hereby authorized and directed to mail certified copies of this 

resolution in the manner provided for in Government Code Section 56882.

Government Code § 56857 Notices 

 
(For Informational Purposes Only, Receive and File) 

 
 

Upon receipt of any proposed change of organization or reorganization that includes the 
annexation of territory to any district, if the proposal is not filed by the district to which 
annexation of territory is proposed, Government Code section 56857 requires LAFCO to place 
the proposal on its agenda for informational purposes only. Within 60 days of the meeting date, 
the annexing district may adopt and submit to LAFCO a resolution requesting termination of the 
annexation proceedings. The law requires that the annexing district "present written findings 
supported by substantial evidence in the record that the termination request is justified by a 
financial or service related concern." Prior to the Commission's determination of termination of 
proceedings the resolution is subject to judicial review.  
 
Waiver of 60-Day Termination Period  
Under section 56857, LAFCO may not hear and consider the proposed annexation until the 60-
day termination period has expired. The Code provides, however, that the Commission may 
waive the 60-day termination period if the annexing district adopts and submits to LAFCO a 
resolution supporting the change of organization or reorganization. 
 
The following is a summary of the annexation proposals filed with LAFCO:

Vern Udasco, filed an application to annex 1.25 acres of vacant land into the boundary of 
Los Angeles County Waterworks District # 40 for the future construction of 4 single 
family homes. 
 
Project Location – Located north of Avenue J between 42nd & 43rd Streets West, in the 
City of Lancaster.

D’Ambrosio Bros. Investment Co., landowner filed an application to annex 15.12 acres 
of vacant land into the boundary of Los Angeles County Waterworks District # 40 for the 
future construction of 56 single family homes. 
 
Project Location – Located on the southwest corner of Avenue H and 30th Street East, in 
the City of Lancaster. 
 

g.  Project Description – Annexation 2007-29 
Kimberly Juday, landowner filed an application to annex 5.08 acres of vacant land into 
the boundary of Quartz Hill Water District for the future construction of 7 single family 
homes.

The following is a request to annex 17.452± acres of uninhabited territory to Los Angeles 
County Sanitation District No. 14.   
 
Proposal Area:  The annexation consists of vacant land, located within a vacant area.  The 
territory is currently being developed to include 63 proposed single-family homes.  
 
Location:   The subject territory is located on 80th Street West approximately 2,000 feet south of 
Avenue G, all within the City of Lancaster. 
 
Factors to be Considered Pursuant to Government Code Section 56668: 
 
1. Population:  The current population is 0. 
 
2. Landowner:  Timber Properties, LTD.  
 
3. Topography, Natural Boundaries and Drainage Basins:   The topography is generally flat.  
 
4. Zoning, Present and Future Land Use:  The current zoning is R-7,000; single-family 
      residential with a minimum lot size of 7,000 square feet  The present land use is vacant.  The 
      proposed land use is residential. 
   
5. Surrounding Land Use:  The surrounding land use is vacant. 
 
6. Assessed Value:    The total assessed value is $327,554.00. 
 
7. Governmental Services and Control, Availability and Adequacy:  The subject territory is 
      not currently serviced by the District.  However, the area was included in the future service 
      area that might be served by the District and the District’s future wastewater management 
      needs were addressed in the Lancaster Water Reclamation Plant 2020 Facilities Plan. The 
      wastewater generated by the proposed project will be treated at the Lancaster Water 
      Reclamation Plant (LWRP).  The District will have adequate capacity to collect, treat, and 
     dispose of the wastewater anticipated to be generated by the subject territory. 
 
8. Effects on agricultural or open-space lands:  The proposal will not have an effect on 
      agricultural or open space lands.

To date, no 
subject agency has submitted written demand for notice and hearing on this application pursuant 
to Government Code Section 56663(b).  Based thereon, the Commission may conduct 
proceedings for the change of organization or reorganization without notice and hearing. 
 
Waiver of Protest Hearing:    Pursuant to Government Code Section 56663(c) all owners of 
land within the affected territory have consented to the change of organization.  To date, the 
subject agencies have not submitted written opposition to waiver of the protest proceedings.  
 
Conclusion:    It has been determined that the proposal will not have a significant effect on the 
environment.   Should the subject territory not be annexed into the district, the landowners would 
have to use less efficient alternative means to collect, treat, and dispose of the wastewater 
anticipated to be generated by the subject territory.

Annexation No. 320 to 
County Sanitation District No.  14 

 
The following is a request to annex 6.097± acres of uninhabited territory to Los Angeles County 
Sanitation District No. 14.   
 
Proposal Area:  The annexation consists of vacant land, located within a vacant area.  The 
territory is currently being developed to include five commercial lots within a proposed shopping 
center. 
 
Location:   The subject territory is located on the northwest corner of Avenue N and 50th Street 
West, all within unincorporated County territory. 
 
Factors to be Considered Pursuant to Government Code Section 56668: 
 
1. Population:  The current population is 0. 
 
2. Landowners:  Palmdale, LLC.  
 
3. Topography, Natural Boundaries and Drainage Basins:   The topography is flat.        
 
4. Zoning, Present and Future Land Use:  The current zoning is Neighborhood Commercial 
      (C-2-DP/Development Program Zone).  The present land use is vacant.  The proposed land 
      use is commercial. 
   
5. Surrounding Land Use:  The surrounding land use is residential, commercial, and vacant.  
 
6. Assessed Value:    The total assessed value is $1,876,800.00. 
 
7. Governmental Services and Control, Availability and Adequacy:  The subject territory is 
      not currently serviced by the District.  However, the area was included in the future service 
      area that might be served by the District and the District’s future wastewater management 
      needs were addressed in the Lancaster Water Reclamation Plant 2020 Facilities Plan. The 
      wastewater generated by the proposed project will be treated at the Lancaster Water 
      Reclamation Plant (LWRP).  The District will have adequate capacity to collect, treat, and 
      dispose of the wastewater anticipated to be generated by the subject territory. 
 
8. Effects on agricultural or open-space lands:  The proposal will not have an effect on 
      agricultural or open space lands.            
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9. Boundaries and Lines of Assessment:   The boundary of the proposed annexation conforms 

to the recorded lines of assessment. 
 
10. Sphere of Influence:  The subject territory is within the sphere of influence of District No. 

14. 
 
11. Tax Resolution:  All affected agencies have adopted a negotiated tax exchange 
 resolution. 
 
12. Correspondence:  No correspondence has been received. 
 
CEQA:   The mitigated negative declaration adopted by the County is adequate for consideration 
of this proposal. 
 
Waiver of Notice and Hearing:  Pursuant to Government Code Section 56663(a) all owners of 
land within the affected territory have consented to the change of organization.  To date, no 
subject agency has submitted written demand for notice and hearing on this application pursuant 
to Government Code Section 56663(b).  Based thereon, the Commission may conduct 
proceedings for the change of organization or reorganization without notice and hearing. 
 
Waiver of Protest Hearing:   Pursuant to Government Code Section 56663(c) all owners of 
land within the affected territory have consented to the change of organization.  To date, the 
subject agencies have not submitted written opposition to waiver of the protest proceedings.  
 
Conclusion:   It has been determined that, with the imposition of migration measures, the project 
will not have a significant effect on the environment.  Should the subject territory not be annexed 
into the district, the landowners would have to use less efficient alternative means to collect, 
treat, and dispose of the wastewater anticipated to be generated by the subject territory.
